Focused Ministry Area Accountabilities:

-Oversight of Nursery and Kids Church

-Oversight of children’s volunteers including but not limited to recruiting, training, scheduling,
and periodic follow-up of nursery and kids workers.

-Use the Open Life Kids Church Curriculum Videos and programming to teach our kids ministry
each week

-Scheduling kids and nursery volunteers

-Plan to Protect implementation for all volunteers.

-Other administrative duties in regards to children’s ministry as needed, e.g., kids database, name
badge labels, snacks, communicating with parents, etc.

-Reporting to the Executive Pastor

-Adhere to Church Membership, privacy policy, plan to protect, church constitution and
statement of faith (credentialed with the ACOP if wanting to be a pastor)

-Sunday services 9:30am-12 noon (Christmas Eve and Good Friday Services)

-5 Hours per week (2.5 hours on Sunday’s + 2.5 hours prep, planning, communication)

*The Jr Church program is intended for families with children between Grade 1 and Grade 6. In
Junior Church, we unpack God’s Word and seek to apply it to children’s lives. Whether it’s their
first time to church or they’re an active follower of Jesus, we would be happy for your kids to
join us as we worship, pray, play games, do crafts, and learn from the Bible.
